4:3 bhagavantam yajiavalkyam | L, reads a rare ra-vipuld which may be the
lectio difficilior. We could emend N to bhagavadyijravalkyam to avoid N
and L/’s syntactically inconstruable nominative bbagavan. N continues
with either ygjravalkyas-tu or yajiavalkyam-tu, the former reading being
also found in L,.

4:17 L., adds a half-line from L, to supply a main clause at this point: tadi-
caksva mababhaga sarvayogavidamoara.

5:22 japayukti® | A synonym for japayoga in the sense of japayajria. On japaya-
Jra see Yajravalkyasmyti 1.101, Manusmyti 2.85, Bhagavadgiti 10.25. See
GONDA, Vedic Ritual (1980:228).

5:35 ablinginy 1 Name of the verses Rgveda X.9.1—3 (more commonly fem.
ablingi). For the neuter form (<2ajamsi) cf. Yajiavalkyasmrti 3.30cd:
ablingani japec caiva gayatrim manasa sakrt.

6:41 atmayajiia® | “Self-immolation”. L, reads here annayajia, “offering
of food”.

Perhaps intended as
rajiam rsinam ca, for both kings and sages are mentioned in 1.00,
and the only “royal sage” mentioned is Janaka. We may also con-
sider emending to: rgjiam rsinam.

6:55 wyabrtis caiva | An drsa nom. pl. L,_’s vyahrtayas ca results in a rare sa-
vipuld, where a caesura after the fourth syllable is normally required.
Here a break at vya-hr is possible, though clumsy.
